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Red Card Report…..How To….. 

Time frame: Clause 4.2.1 Officials must use their best endeavours to submit the Game 
Report Form as soon as possible after the Match (especially for Tournaments) but no later 
than 24 hours after the completion of the Match. 

If the GRF is not submitted within 24 hours after the completion of the Match, the matter is 
dismissed. 

Completing a Game Report Form 

It is important to remove emotion from any report written, succinct facts without irrelevant 
information is essential to allow for an accurate account of each situation. This, in turn, 
allows for the report to be easily understood and actioned. 

Ensure to record the report number (in orange) for your reference. 

The report once submitted is automatically forwarded to WPWA contacts via the RELY 
system implemented by WPA. There is no need to email your report or any reference 
number to WPWA directly.
